The University of Georgia Intellectual Property Policy provides for the administration of copyrights for the above-listed categories. 

Copyrightable materials" include "original works of authorship" including the following: (1) books, journal articles, texts, glossaries, bibliographies, study guides, laboratory manuals, syllabi, tests and proposals; (2) lectures, musical or dramatic compositions, unpublished scripts; (3) films, filmstrips, charts, transparencies, and other visual aids; (4) video and audio tapes or cassettes; (5) live video and audio broadcasts; (6) programmed instructional materials; (7) mask works; (8) research notes, research data reports, and research notebooks; (9) computer programs; and (10) other materials or works which qualify for protection under the copyright laws of the United States (see 17 U.S.C. ( 102 et seq.) or other protective statutes whether or not registered thereunder.

Copyright protection subsists from the time the work is created in fixed form; that is, it is an incident of the process of authorship.  It is not necessary to register a copyright or to place a copyright notice on the work when it is published.  However, we recommend that the notice be placed on the work when it is published to protect future commercial interests.  The proper form of notice contains 3 elements:

a.  The symbol ( or the word copyright or the abbreviation "copr."

b.  The year of first publication of the work

c.  The name of the copyright owner.  For II-A and II-B categories this is The University of Georgia Research Foundation, Inc., i.e.:

The notice should be affixed to the copies of the work in such a manner and location as to "give reasonable notice of the claim of copyright".

If the work has not yet been published, we recommend that the following notice be affixed to copies of the work that is distributed outside The University:
